Dear Wilmington Middle School Parents and Guardians:
No Child Left Behind requires that MCAS test results be reported annually. The information below summarizes our performance in the spring of 2011. This system has been set up to comply with the accountability provisions of No Child Left Behind which require that each school make adequate yearly progress (AYP) toward meeting the national goal of all students being “proficient” in Mathematics and English Language Arts by the 2013-2014 school year.
The proficiency scores and AYP ratings are meant to signal whether or not a school is on target to meet this goal or whether it is “in need of improvement”. Wilmington Middle School’s students have traditionally performed well to demonstrate AYP for Mathematics and English Language Arts when all students’ performance is measured. However, we did not meet our improvement goals for special education students and economically disadvantaged students.
Therefore, our school is found to be in “Restructuring Year 1” in English Language Arts and in “Restructuring Year 2” in Mathematics due to our inability to achieve Adequate Yearly Progress in these two subgroups.  In Mathematics, we have not demonstrated Adequate Yearly Progress in the aggregate group.  We will continue to work with our staff to improve curriculum, train teachers, support students and provide opportunities for remediation in specific skills.
This is our parental notification of our Accountability Status. In the coming weeks, we will be revising our School Improvement Plan based on new data and analysis of current findings to address the specific student groups that did not make AYP. The Wilmington School District will ensure that the Middle School receives assistance that addresses specific areas of instructional improvement.

Although the majority of our students fared well on the MCAS testing in the spring based on preliminary 2011 data, we will strive to assist every child in achieving proficiency in English Language Arts and Mathematics.
