Your child will need to create a binder at home that will be used for all subjects: homework, reading, math, writing, grammar, science, and cursive. The binder will be used for taking class notes and for storing handouts/materials in folders. These will help students stay organized and to keep all of their materials for every subject in one place, preventing them from leaving materials at school when they leave at dismissal and at home when returning the following day. 

On the first day of school, students should come prepared with a 2-inch binder. In the binder, they should have the following two pocket folders perforated in this order: 

1) Orange (homework folder)
2) Red (reading folder)

3) Blue (math folder)

4) Yellow (writing folder)

5) White (grammar folder)

6) Green (science folder)

7) Orange (cursive folder)
8) For science, you will need a green folder and a green single subject notebook labeled with your name and “Science” on it. 
At the end of the binder, students should have one supply of loose-leaf filler paper, to be replenished throughout the year as needed. 

You will also need the following items: 

· A clipboard

· A mini-stapler/staples – no large staplers please

· 2-3 chapter books for independent reading

· Each student may bring in a daily snack and juice box for “working snack.” He/she may also bring in a water bottle.
